Child Protection Policy

Grange Kidz believes that the rights of the child are of paramount importance.  In order to promote the welfare of children it is seen as the duty of all those employed by the club or are involved in a voluntary capacity to protect all children from physical abuse and neglect, sexual and emotional abuse.  Grange Kidz is aware that the four main types of abuse can occur across the social and ethnic spectrum.

If any member of staff has reason to believe a child is being abused or in danger of being abused it is the member of staff’s duty to report their concerns.

There will always be at least one member of staff on duty that has child protection training.

Any incidents that are a cause for concern will be recorded by the member of staff the child has made the disclosure to as quickly as possible after the event i.e. actual incidents, names or dates mentioned by the child. (Opinions, thoughts or views should never be included). Leading questions should not be used and the child should be made aware this may have to be shared with other organisations. Records will be kept in a confidential file.

This must then be  discussed with the manager or most senior member of staff on duty.  

The manager or most senior member of staff will decide whether further action is needed, and if necessary, contact the Child Protection Unit, who will carry out any investigation.

Staff must remember that some indicators of abuse (withdrawal, bruising etc) may occur when a child is not being abused and must not jump to swift conclusions.  There is often a simple explanation.

If asked staff may need to attend case meetings or even a children’s panel, this is a positive role ensuring the child’s best interests are paramount.
The parent/guardian will always be consulted about any issue regarding their child unless it is believed that this may cause the child harm.

Confidentiality over any matter regarding child protection is essential and will be respected.

If a parent / carer arrives to collect a child and they are in an unfit state to receive the child, Grange kidz manager or senior staff will contact the police in order to protect that child.

If the staff feel threatened by the parent / carer in no way will the member of staff stop the child from leaving but will inform the correct services at once, if the staff feel threatened or unsafe at any time by a parent or carer the childcare for this person will cease. 

Staff will not put themselves, other staff or any other child at risk.
